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This Bulletin establishes the District’s policy to respond to complaints regarding the
Williams/Valenzuela Uniform Complaint Process.

This Bulletin replaces BUL-4759.1 on the same subject issued by the Office of
General Counsel, dated July 1, 2011.

The following guidelines apply.

BACKGROUND

The Eliezer Williams, et al., vs. State of California, et al. (Williams) case was
filed as a class action in 2000 in San Francisco County Superior Court. The
plaintiffs included nearly 100 San Francisco County pupils, who filed suit against
the State of California and state education agencies, including the California
Department of Education (CDE). The basis of the lawsuit was that the agencies
failed to provide public school pupils with equal access to instructional materials,
safe and decent school facilities, and qualified teachers.

After four years of intense litigation, the parties in the case reached a Settlement
Agreement on August 13, 2004. Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger signed laws
implementing the legislative proposals set forth in the parties’ Settlement
Agreement on September 29, 2004.

The Valenzuela vs. O’Connell et al., lawsuit filed in February 2006 challenging
the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) was settled in July
2007. On October 12, 2007, the Governor signed AB 347, which expands the
services available to pupils for up to two consecutive years after completion of
grade twelve who have not yet passed the CAHSEE under the Intensive Service
and Instruction and the Middle and High School Counseling Programs. The bill
also makes other changes to Education Code sections 1240, 35186, 37254, 52378
and 52380 to implement the settlement. The text of AB 347 can be found at
http://www.leginfo.ca.gov/.
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1. WILLIAMS/VALENZUELA LEGISLATION REQUIREMENTS

There should be sufficient textbooks and instructional materials. That means
each pupil, including English learners, must have textbooks or instructional
materials, or both, to use in class and to take home or use after class.

School facilities must be clean, safe, and maintained in good repair in
addition to the following:

1. A school restroom should be maintained or cleaned regularly, fully
operational, stocked with consumable supplies and/or a hand dryer.

2. A school must keep all restrooms open during school hours when pupils
are in class, and/or a sufficient number of restrooms open during school
hours when pupils are in class.

There should be no teacher vacancies.

1. Teacher vacancy means a position to which a single designated
certificated employee has not been assigned at the beginning of the year
for an entire year or, if the position is for a one-semester course, a
position to which a single designated certificated employee has not been
assigned at the beginning of a semester for an entire semester.

2. There should be a teacher assigned to each class and not a series of
substitutes or other temporary teachers.

There should be no teacher misassignments.

1. Misassignment means the placement of a certificated employee in a
teaching or services position for which the employee does not hold a
legally recognized certificate or credential or the placement of a
certificated employee in a teaching or services position that the employee
is not otherwise authorized by statute to hold.

2. The teacher should have the proper credential to teach the class,
including the certification required to teach English learners if present.

Pupils, including English learners, who have not passed one or both parts of
the high school exit examination (CAHSEE) by the end of the 12" grade, are

to be provided the opportunities to receive intensive instruction and services
for up to two consecutive academic years after the completion of Grade 12.
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I1l. NOTICE POSTING REQUIREMENT

A complaint regarding issues beyond the authority of the school principal
shall be forwarded in a timely manner, but not to exceed 10 working
days, to the EECO. Upon receipt, the EECO will promptly forward the
complaint to the appropriate school district official for resolution.

Within 45 working days of the initial filing of the complaint, the EECO
will mail a response with the resolution to the following:

a. Complainant, if contact information provided and a check-off mark
indicated on the complaint form

b. Educational Service Center Superintendent or Administrator of
Operations or Director/Division of Authority

c. Principal

d. Division Contact Personnel (Textbook/Instructional Materials,
